The current tender procedure includes training for the staff of the five pilot municipal centers – drivers of vehicles, safety consultants and technicians, Pursuant to Ordinance No 40 of 14 January 2004 issued by the Minister of transport, information technologies and communications, the Minister of Interior and the Minister of Environment and waters of the on the conditions and procedure for the carriage of dangerous goods by road, 

The objective of this tender procedure is to carry out initial and supportive training for the staff of the five municipal centres from an organization holding a license to organize training courses for drivers of dangerous goods transport vehicles and safety advisers for the transport of dangerous goods.

The specific objectives of this tender procedure are related to:
· Creation and enhancing the professional competence of employees for handling hazardous waste by organizing and logistically conducting initial training of drivers and safety advisors as part of the staff of the five pilot municipal centres.

· Enhancement of qualification and competence through organization and logistics of initial and supportive trainings for technicians as part of the staff of the five pilot municipal centers.

Expected results

With the implementation of this tender procedure, the following main results are expected to be achieved:

· Organized and logistically provided initial training of 17 (12 drivers and 5 forklift drivers) drivers.

· Conduction an examination and issue an ADR certificate for a successfully passed exam of 17 (12 drivers and 5 forklift drivers) of the vehicle drivers.
· Organized and logistically provided initial training of technicians from the personnel as safety advisors, in accordance with Annexes A and C of ADR 2015.

· Conduction of an examination and issue a certificate for a successfully passed exam in classes 3, 4.1, 4.2, 4.3, 5.1, 5.2, 6.1, 6.2, 8 and 9 of five safety advisors
· Organized and logistically provided initial training for technical staff of five pilot municipal centers - 7 people.

A participant or affiliate (s) of a consortium or subcontractor who will directly participate in the performance of the activities under this tender procedure should hold at the date of submission of the offer a valid permit to organize and conduct training courses for drivers to perform transport of dangerous goods and training courses for safety consultants on the transport of dangerous goods, issued by the Minister of Transport, Information Technologies and Communications or by an official authorized by him, under Art. 9 of Ordinance No 40 of 14 January 2004 on the conditions and procedures for carriage of dangerous goods by road (State Gazette, issue 15 of February 24, 2004) issued by the Minister of transport, information technologies and communications, the Minister of Interior and the Minister of Environment and waters.
It is certified by: completion of Part IV. "Selection Criterion", letter "A", "Capacity", item 1) by ESPD, where the tenderers declare these circumstances.

According to Art. 67, para. 5 of the PPL, the Contracting authority may require the participants at any time to submit all or part of the documents proving the information specified in ESPD when this is necessary for the lawful conduct of the procedure.

Prior to concluding the contract, the contracting authority requires the tenderer, nominated for contractor to provide up-to-date documents, certifying the lack of grounds for rejection from the tender procedure and compliance with the selection criteria set out in art. 67, para. 6 of the PPL. 

A person or persons from an EU Member State shall provide a declaration or an authorization document according to the country in which they are established and issued by a competent authority under the law of the State in which it is established, for the right to organize and conduct training courses for drivers of vehicles for dangerous goods transport and training courses for safety consultants on the transport of dangerous goods, subject of this tender procedure.

The contractor, subcontractors and those partners in the consortium, for which the authorization regime is required shall be obligated throughout the period of performance of the contract up to the final payment by the Contracting Authority to the Contractor to maintain valid the authorization. Upon signing the contract, a declaration of free text should be provided from the contractor / subcontractor (s) / participants in the consortium from which the authorization regime is required, for the training, that they are obliged to maintain a valid permit in accordance with the law, at least until the final payment is made by the Contracting Authority to the Contractor.

In the case of consortiums which are not legal persons, the compliance with the selection criteria shall be demonstrated by one or more of the participants in the consortium.

When the affidavit has no legal significance under the respective national law, the participant shall submit an official petition made before a judicial or administrative authority, a notary or a competent professional or trade body in the country in which it is established.

If a tenderer in the procedure is an association which is not a legal entity, the "List" is filled only by those members in the association through which the consortium proves completed activity/ service.
According to Art. 67, para. 5 of the PPL Contracting Authority may require the participants at any time to present all or part of the documents attesting the information referred to in ESPD when necessary for the lawful conduct of the tender procedure.

Before concluding the contract, the contracting authority will require the selected contractor to provide the relevant documents evidencing lack of grounds for exclusion from the procedure, as well as compliance with set selection criteria - Article 67, paragraph 6 of the PPL.

The tenderer must have completed at least 1 (one) activity/service with subject and volume identical or similar to those of this contract for the last 3 (three) years from the deadline for sending of offers.

For identical or similar to those of this contract activities will be accepted service/activity for organization and conduction of courses for training of drivers of vehicles for transportation of dangerous goods and or courses for training of safety consultants in transportation of dangerous goods.

The above-mentioned activity or service must be completed and accepted by the relevant Contracting authority before the date of submission of this offer by the tenderer.

If the tenderers are consortiums that are not legal entities, the compliance with selection criteria is evidenced by one or more of the participants in the Consortium.

According to Art. 65, para. 1 of PPL participants can rely on the capacity of third parties, irrespective of the legal relationship between them in terms of criteria relating to economic and financial standing, technical capability and professional competence.
Third parties must comply with the relevant selection criteria for the proving of which the participant refers to their capacity, and for them there are no grounds for exclusion from the procedure. The Contracting Authority requires the participant to replace the proposed third party if it does not meet any of these conditions.

When a participant refers to the capacity of third parties, he must be able to demonstrate that it will have their resources by presenting documents for the undertaken by third parties obligations.

In accordance with Art. 65, para. 6 of the PPL, the Contracting Authority requires joint liability for the performance of the contract by the participant and the third person whose capacity is used to demonstrate compliance with the criteria of economic and financial situation. Upon conclusion of the contract between the Contracting Authority and the successful tenderer selected for Contractor, it shall be signed also by the aforementioned third party as a guarantor within the meaning of Art. 138-148 of the Obligations and Contracts Law (OCL).

In terms of the criteria related to professional competence, participants can rely on the capacity of third parties only if the persons with whose education, training or experience is proven to meet the requirements of the Contracting Authority will participate in the implementation of the part of the contract for which It needs this capacity.

In accordance with art. 66, para. 1 of PPL the tenderers must indicate in their offers the subcontractors and proportion of the contract which will assign to them if they intend to use them. In this case, they must furnish proof of the subcontractor’s obligations.

The subcontractors must comply with the relevant selection criteria according to the type and proportion of the contract which will perform, and for them there are no grounds for exclusion from the procedure. To certify these circumstances for each of the subcontractors must be applied filled in and signed by the same individual ESPD.
