Foreign tenderers represent equivalent to those documents pursuant to its legislation.

When in the country in which the bidder is established are not required documents mentioned circumstances or when the documents do not cover all circumstances, the participant shall provide a declaration if such a declaration has legal significance under the law of the State where it is established. The above activity / service must be completed and accepted by the contracting authority before the date of submission of the offer by the participant.
