To date for contract sign, the entry in the register of NCCD of the contractor, consortium members and subcontractors who are required to have such document/registration, must necessarily be valid. The Contractor, subcontractors and those partners in the consortium, who are required to have entry in the register must throughout the whole period of implementation of the contract until the final payment by the Contracting authority to the Contractor to maintain a valid  entry in the register of NCCD - upon signing of the contract a declaration of free text from the contractor/ subcontractor (s) / participants in the association who are required entry in the register of NCCD must be presented, that they will renew the license / certificate, and maintain it valid in accordance with the law at least until the final payment by the Contracting authority to the Contractor.
